1. House White Delle Venezie Chardonnay 11 ½  % 12.95

Clean, fresh tasting wine made from 70% Cortese  

and 30% Trebbiano 175ml glass 2.95

250ml glass 4.25

4. Maestro Chardonnay Pinot Grigio, Maestro 13% 17.95

A dry and crisp wine with a balanced and floral, 

herbal and fruity bouquet.herbal and fruity bouquet.

5. Pinot Grigio ‘Porta Italica’ IGT Sicilia, Castelmonte 12 ½  % 17.95

Made from selected grapes grown on Sicilian hills, this wine is fresh, 

crisp and clean with mineral undertones.

7. Frascati Superiore Doc Poggio le Volpi, Femar 13% 15.95

Made from a blend of Malvasia with Bombino and a touch 

of Sauvignon to give an elegant wine, showing fresh pineapple 

combined with lemon sherbert on the palate, truly delicious.

10. Gavi di Gavi DOCG, Chiarlo 12 ½  % 23.95

From the Cortese grape grown in the Rovereto district which is

considered the best area for growing this varietal. The wine is

supple yet dry, full with a long  finish.



ROSE WINESROSE WINES

15. Fiorile Rosato Igt Sicilia, Duca Castelmonte 12 ½  % 16.95

Made mainly from Nero d‘Avola grape this is a fruity, 

very drinkable rose with a clean, crispy finish.

RED WINESRED WINES

16. House Red Delle Venezie Merlot 11 ½  % 12.95

Predominantly from Merlot grapes with the addition of 30%

Cabernet Sauvignon, this wine has a good colour and is

fruity and quaffable. 175ml glass 2.95

250ml glass 4.25

18. Bardolino Classico DOC, Tedeschi 12% 15.95

This wine is fruity, dry and round.

19. Amarone Classico DOC, Tedeschi 15% 39.00

From 30 year old wines the grape are harvested in early

October and left to dry on racks until mid January thereby 

incurring a weight loss of some 40%. The wine is aged in 

Slovenian oak casks for 3-4 years and is full, rich, velvety 

and balanced.

21. Maestro Merlot Cabernet Sauvignon 13% 17.95

Deep garnet in colour with a characteristic, persistent and

harmonious bouquet.



RED WINESRED WINES

22.  Barolo DOCG Patres, San Silvestro 13½ % 39.00

This wine shows sweet fruit with balanced tannins, resulting

in an approachable style.

23.  Nippozzano Chianti Rufina Riserva, Frecobaldi 13% 25.95

Made from 90% Sangiovese, this wine has a full aroma with

Hints of cherry, strawberry, plum and dried flowers.

24.  Chianti Gentilesco DOCG   12% 16.95

Castiglioni Chianti DOCG  13% ½ Bottle 10.95

Made from 90% Sangiovese with 10% Merlot, this wine

displays a full, fruity bouquet with a well structured palate 

and grip on the finish.

28. “Tamara” Cannonau di Sardegna DOC, 

Cantina del Vermentino       13% 18.95

Aged for one year in oak, the wine is full bodied, warm 

and fruity with a touch of spice.

30.  Prosecco Carpene Malvolti V.S.Q. P.R.D. 35.00

From the native Prosecco grapes grown in the hills on 

Malvolti, this sparkling wine is dry, fruity and slightly 

aromatic.

31.  Moutard Grande Cuvée 39.95

Fine, rich developed nose with fragrances of butter, Fine, rich developed nose with fragrances of butter, 

almond and brioche.

32. Moutard Prestige Rosé 54.95

Delicate salmon pink colour from short maceration on 

the skins and a fruity flavour.

33.  Laurent Perrier Brut 64.95

Delicate and complex nose, full flavour with plenty of fruit 

in the mouth with a good balance and long length.

34.  Moet et Chandon 44.95

This distinquished Champagne is full of ripe fruit and citrus 

flavours with a lingering finish.

36. ”Funtanaliras” Vermentino di Gallura DOCG 19.95
Sardinia 12½  %
From a careful selection of Vermentino grapes the wine is
dry, soft and well balanced with an elegant bouquet.

37. Vernaccia di San Gimignano DOCG, Tuscany 12 ½  % 19.95

Tuscany’s most celebrated dry white wine made from the Vernaccia
grape grown around the picturesque town of San Gimignano.
a generous, dry and fruity wine with a characteristic slightly bitter
aftertaste.

38. Greco di Tufo DOC, Campania 13% 23.95
Produced from the Greco grape grown around the village of TufoProduced from the Greco grape grown around the village of Tufo
iIn the hills of Irpinia. A fine, dry white wine with a crisp fruit flavour 
that finishes with a suggestion of toasted almonds on the nose and in
in the mouth.. 

39. Pomino Benefizio DOC, Tuscany 13½% 27.95
Chardonnay gives the wine a buttery and weight whilst retaining
a fresh finish. A lovely combination resulting a most appealing wine.

40. Sauvignon Blanc Collio DOC, Fruili 12 ½  % 29.95
A dry, elegant and velvety wine with a full persisten bouquet and a
lingering finish..

PRESTIGE  RED WINESPRESTIGE  RED WINES

42. Capitel San Rocco vino di Ripasso, Tedeschi 14% 19.95
The Valpolicella gains body, colour and structure by being fermented 
with the Amarone and Recioto pressings. Ample in bouquet, its dry 
flavour is robust and warm with a bitter background and a smooth 
texture.

44. Salice Salentino DOC Riserva, Puglia 14% 19.95
Aged for 6 months in barriques the wine is full bodied, rich & velvety.



PRESTIGE  RED WINESPRESTIGE  RED WINES

45. Campo ai Sassi Rosso di Montalcino DOC Tuscany 13½ % 19.95
With an intense bouquet of typical Sangiovese character this wine 
has Good structure and fine, fruity flavours on the palate. Aged in 
oak casks  for 7 months.  

46. Ripa delle Mandorle IGT Toscana, Tuscany 13% 19.95

The Sangiovese is aged in large oak barrels whilst the Cabernet is 
matured in French oak barques. A very accessible ‘Super Tuscan’
with quite a lot of Cabernet although the Sangiovese still dominates. 

48. Grosso Agontano Rosso Conero doc, Garofoli, Riserva   14% 27.95
Only produced in best vintages from a selection of Montepulciano
grapes. A well structured wine with a sumptuous bouquet of red 
fruits and wild cherries. The palate is spicy with silky tannins 
and a lovely balanced finish.

49. Taurasi DOCG, Campania  DOCG 13 ½  % 29.95
One of Italy’s most admired red wines produced from extremely 
Late ripening Aglianico grapes. Rich, complex with a velvety 
Austerity and depth of flavour.

50. Brunello di Montalcino DOCG, Tuscany 13 ½  % 49.95

One of Italy’s most important wines from the Sangiovese Grosso 
grape. Aged for 42 months in Slovenian oak casks followed by at
least 6 months in bottle, the wine is dry, warm, well textured and
with a lingering finish.
